AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BARRETT, MONROE COUNTY, COMMON-
WEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, ELECTING TO JOIN THE PENNSYLVANIA MUNICIPAL
RETIREMENT SYBTEM UNDER ARTICLE IV OF THE PENNSYLVANIA MUNICIPAL
RETIREMENT LAW: AGREEING TO BE BOUND BY ALL PROVISIONS OF THE
PENNSYLVANIA MUNICIPAL RETIREMENT LAW AS AMENDED AND AS APPLICABLE TO
MEMBER MUNICIFALITIES JOINING UNDER THE FROVISIONS OF THIS ARTICLE
STATING WHICH OF CERTAIN OPTIONS PERMITTED UNDER THE SAID LAW ARE
ACCEPTED BY THE TOWNSHIP. ORDAINED AND ENACTED, AND'IT IS HERERY

ORDAINED BY THE BUPERVISORS OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BARRETT, MONRDE
COUNTY, " A5 FOLLOWS:

SECTION I. The Board of Supervisors of the Township of Barrett
hereby elects to enroll their uniformed employees in the Pennsylvania !
Municipal Retirement System, established by the Pennsylvania Municipal
Retirement Law, Act 15 of 1974, as amended, for the express purpose of
having the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement System administer the pension
plan established by the Township for the police officers of the Township.
The Board of Supervisors does hereby agree-to be bound by all the
requirements and provisions of the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement Law
and the amendments thereto and to assume all pbligations, financial and
otherwise, placed upon member municipalities. All references hereafter
shall be based on benefits negotiated between the Board and the municipali-
tv under the provisions of Article IV.

SECTIONM II. Membership in the Pennsylwvania Municipal Retirement
Svstem shall be mandatory for all police officers holding & full-time
position with the Police Department. Membership for elected officials, '
non-uniformed employees and individuals hired on a temporary or <easonal
basis is prohibited, as is membership for individuals paid only _.dn.a-Tee ~
basis. e, S

SECTION III. Credit for service toward the annuity of each"urlglngf
member shall begin to accrue upon the effective date of full :time EﬁPlﬂy bl
ment for the member. The Township does, hereby, assume the 14§}111tv FHT
any unfunded liability caused due to the granting of said servire. Mhtth 15
not met with the transfer of previously accumulated member and mUn1t1pai
plan assets to the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement System.

SECTION V. As part of this ordinance, the Board of Supervisors cf !

19__. The passage and adoption of this ordinance by the Supervisors of

the Township is an official acceptance of said benefit structure and the -
financial obligations associated with the administration of said benefit

package. =

SECTION WI. The Township of Barrett hereby acknowledges that a
referendum was conducted among “he existing members of the police pension
plan for the purpose of obtaining the consent of the officers to transfer
the administration of the Barreitt Township Police Pension FPlan to the
FPennsvlvania Municipal Retirement System in accordance with the above-




referenced agreement and that 2t least seventy-five percent (75%) of the
membhers concurred in the enrollment in the Pennsylvania Municipal
Fetirement' System. G

SECTION VII. DBy adoption of this ordinance, the Board of Supervisors
of Barrett Township asrees to terminate, upon the effective date of
membership in the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement System, any previously
mzintained pension program applicable to those employees identified as
members in Section II of this ordinance.

SECTION VIII. A duly certified copy of this ordinance and the
Aaccompanying agreement shall be filed with the Pennsylvania Municipal
Retirement Board of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Membership for the
police employees of the Township of Barrett in the Pennsylvania Municipal
Retirement System shall be effective the first day of January _, 1987.
